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Technology Engagement and Learning Project (T.E.L.P.)
(Summary Information)

The Technology Engagement Learning Project has been a partnership between schools, community businesses and organizations, families and their students, and the South Shore Regional School Board. Entering its fifth full year, in 2017‐2018, the original goal of the program has been for every student in designated schools/grades to have an iPad available as a tool to help increase their engagement, learning and achievement. All of the students, participating in T.E.L.P. in their particular school and grade level(s), have access to an iPad, 24/7, which they manage effectively with their families.

Nova Scotia’s Action Plan for Education, 2015, the 3Rs: Renew, Refocus, Rebuild contains several references that support increased and appropriate access to technology for our students. One of the fundamental changes identified was to build a modern education system. Under Pillar Two: An Innovative Curriculum, there is a commitment to “provide access to modern technology to support classroom teaching and learning.” Our own South Queens Middle School has been recognized in the Action Plan for both their learning space layout and their 1-to-1 technology. Since TELP began on the South Shore, we have been recognized nationally for the program, and recently the Anglophone East School District in New Brunswick has started a similar program.

This technology immersion does not diminish the vital role of the teacher. Effective teaching includes strategies which engage students in relevant and meaningful learning experiences. Today’s students expect to be connected, but also need to understand the responsibilities that come with the increased use of technology. In order for technology to continue to be a powerful learning tool for our students and our teachers, in schools who enter TELP, also commit to promoting digital citizenship/literacy and monitor closely device usage in their classrooms.  

As has been documented for years in educational research, linking technology investments to student achievement is not a simple connection. In the recently published, Students, Computers and Learning: Making the Connection, which looks at achievement and technology integration among other things published by the OECD (the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development – a group of 30 member countries, including Canada, which develop economic and social policy), who administer and analyze the PISA (Program for International Student Assessment), noted that “… where [sic] technologies are used in the class, their impact on student performance is mixed, at best. “ In the next paragraph however, the authors go on to say

“… as long as [sic] technologies and the Internet continue to have a central role in our personal and professional lives, students who have not acquired basic skills in reading, writing and navigating through a digital landscape will find themselves unable to participate fully in the economic, social and cultural life around them.”

The South Shore Regional School Board will provide a monthly payment plan (over 24 months) that would allow parent(s) and / or guardian(s) the ability to purchase an Apple iPad for their child through an automatic payment plan system. The student would then own a powerful educational tool for use at school and at home.

Simply stated, the goal of this program is for every student in the selected grade(s) of a designated school to have access to an iPad to increase their engagement, learning and achievement. This is an aim within the SSRSB’s Technology Vision (draft) and supported by the elected Board’s Strategic Plan.

Access to the technology in the South Shore Regional School Board has been established for educational purposes. All electronic technologies must be used in support of the Nova Scotia Public School Program and governed by the Public School Network Access and Use Policy and the Board’s Responsible Use of Technology and the Internet. As well, the student’s use of devices in South Shore schools is subject to school guidelines as determined by the administration and school-based Technology Committee.
